For each one, write a short 
paragraph [in your own words] including information on where the 
breed comes from, what ‘job’ it was bred to do and whether you think it 
would make a suitable pet.  Include a picture if possible. 

Up to Level 3:   Research between 1 to 3 breeds of dog [your teacher 
will advise you].  For each one, write a short paragraph [in your own 
words] including information on where the breed comes from, what ‘job’ 
it was bred to do and whether you think it would make a suitable pet.  
Include a picture if possible.  Don’t forget to proof-read your work! 

Visit the library and ask the 
librarian to show you where 
the books on dogs are 
kept. 

Search ‘Google’ for ‘dog 
breeds’ and ‘pedigree dog 
breeds.’ 

Did you know that all dogs 
are the result of humans 
breeding them from 
wolves?  So every single 
pet dog is related to the 
wolf. 

14 Sept  Level 4+:  Choose an animal that people do not  usually keep as a pet. 

Write a [humorous?] information booklet about how this animal could be 
kept as an ‘exotic pet’.  Include information on where the animal should 
be kept, its dietary requirements and possible drawbacks.  Give advice 
on whether or not it could be trained to do anything useful for its 
owners. 

Up to Level 3:  Choose between 5 and 10 animals that would not  make 
suitable pets [your teacher will advise you].  Find a small picture of 
each one, print it off and stick it on lined paper.  Next to each animal 
picture, write down three reasons why it would not be a good idea to try 
and keep it as a pet.  Don’t forget to proof-read your work! 

Visit the library and ask the 
librarian to show you where 
the books on animals are 
kept. 

 

Search ‘Google’ for 
‘dangerous pets’ or 
‘dangerous animals’ to give 
you some ideas. 

 

21 Sept  Level 4+:   Design a poster for your own ‘Cirque du Freak’.  Make up 
the names of some ‘freaks’ that would appear in your show.  These 
must be your own, not ones from the book.  Choose two of your ‘freaks’ 
and for each one write a detailed description of what he or she is like 
and can do.  Don’t forget to proof-read your work before handing it in! 

Up to Level 3:   Design a poster for your own ‘Cirque du Freak’.  Make 
up the names of some ‘freaks’ that would appear in your show.  These 
must be your own, not ones from the book.  Put as much information on 
your poster as possible.  Don’t forget to proof-read your work! 

Visit the library and ask the 
librarian to show you where 
the books on horror are 
kept. 

 

Search ‘Google’ for 
‘monsters’ to give you 
some ideas for your poster. 
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28 Sept  Level 4+:   Write the climactic chapter of a horror story – the most 
frightening moment in the book where something really scary and 
horrific happens to the main character.  Try to write about two sides of 
A4.  Don’t forget to proof-read your chapter before you hand it in!  

Up to Level 3:   Write between one and four paragraphs [your teacher 
will advise you how many] describing a horrible monster and what the 
horrible monster does.  Don’t forget to proof read your work! 

Visit the library and ask the 
librarian to show you where 
the books on horror are 
kept. 

 

5 Oct Level 4+:   Write a detailed manual on ‘How to care for a pet spider’.  
Include information on diet, training, health and possible dangers.  Try 
to include pictures if possible.  To make your manual easy to read you 
will need lots of sub-headings and bullet points as well as sentences.   
Don’t forget to proof-read your work before handing it in! 

Up to Level 3:   Research ‘tarantulas’ or ‘bird-eating spiders’.  Find a 
picture of one, print it out and stick it on a piece of lined paper.  Write a 
short guide to keeping such a spider as a pet.  Include some bullet 
points on ‘things to do and things not to do’ with such a pet.  Don’t 
forget to proof-read your work before handing it in! 

Visit the library and ask the 
librarian to show you where 
the books on spiders are 
kept. 

 

Search ‘Google’ for ‘bird-
eating spiders’ or 
‘tarantulas’ to give you 
some ideas for your work. 

12 Oct Level 4+:   Write a [humorous?] guide for a new vampire.  Include lots 
of information on the powers / strengths as well as weaknesses of 
vampires with advice on how to overcome them.   To make your guide 
easy to read you will need lots of sub-headings and bullet points as well 
as sentences.  Don’t forget to proof-read your work before handing it in! 

Up to Level 3:   Draw a picture of a vampire and write down between 
five and ten [your teacher will advise you how many] advantages and 
disadvantages of being a vampire. Don’t forget to proof-read your work! 

Visit the library and ask the 
librarian to show you where 
the books on vampires are 
kept. 

 

Search ‘Google’ for 
‘vampires’ to give you 
some ideas for your work. 

19 Oct Level 4+:   Write a review of ‘Cirque du Freak’.  Include in your review 
what you liked and disliked about the book.  What was your favourite 
part of the story?  What age group is it suitable for?  Would you 
recommend it to other readers?  Try to write about two sides of A4.  
Don’t forget to proof-read your work 

Up to Level 3:  Write down between five and ten bullet points [your 
teacher will advise you how many] on what you liked or disliked about 
‘Cirque du Freak’.  Then write one or two paragraphs giving reasons 
why you would or would not recommend it to other readers.  Don’t 
forget to proof-read your work before handing it in!
