people to visit.

You might want to have a 
look at the websites of 
existing zoos to get some 
ideas for your own zoo 
flyer. 

21 Sept For the next seven days, keep a food diary and record everything you 
eat and drink.  This must include the main meals as well as any 
snacks you consume.   You need to record what you eat in detail.  For 
example, if you have traditional ‘spaghetti bolognaise’ you would 
record:  beef mince, tomato and onion sauce, pasta, cheese.  If you 
eat sweets, record what type and how many you ate.  If you have a 
drink, how much of it did you have?  A can?  A bottle?  What? 

Make a quick note in your 
planner or a notebook 
every time you eat 
something.  If you leave it 
too long you will forget! 

28 Sept Write up the food diary you kept last week in the form of a detailed 
report.  For each day you will need sub headings like: breakfast, lunch, 
dinner, supper, snacks, etc.  Set your report out carefully so that it is 
as clear and informative to the reader as possible.  Don’t forget to 
check all those tricky food word spellings like ‘biscuit’ and ‘sausage’. 

Level 4+:  Complete your work by writing a paragraph on the 
following: 

�  How healthy your diet is. 
�  How dependant on animals your diet is. 
�  Whether you would like to change your diet in any way and 

how. 
Don’t forget to proof read your work before you hand it in! 

You can either write out 
your report or type it out 
using MS ‘Word’. 
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5 Oct Write an essay either for or against being vegetarian.  In class you 
made notes on the main reasons for or against eating meat or animal 
products.  You will need at least one separate paragraph for each 
reason.

You will need to do so next week in 
class.

19 Oct Last week you prepared a power point presentation on an example of 
animal cruelty.  Write a letter to the people who carry out this cruelty 
persuading them to stop doing what they are doing.

To get these people to stop their cruelty you will need to organise your 
arguments into topic paragraphs and use emotive language, similes 
and rhetorical questions.
